LOGISTICS ORDER
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The Court enters the following logistical order and instructions in
preparation for the trial of the above-stated matters.

A. Deposition Transcripts

The Court ORDERS the Parties to provide the Court with courtesy copies
of the deposition transcripts that they intend to introduce into evidence at the
Trial.

All portions agreed to by the Parties shall
be highlighted in yellow, all portions that the Plaintiffs wish to offer but
Defendants object to shall be highlighted in orange, and all portions that
Defendants wish to offer but Plaintiffs object to shall be highlighted in blue.

C.  Transcripts

As the Court mentioned at the Pretrial Conference, the Court will do its
best to make daily transcripts available as an option; however, in the event that
there is a change, the Parties will be immediately notified.
