ORDER 

On September 13, 2021, the panel scheduled a series of public hearings at which 

members of the public could provide the panel with facts, opinions, or concerns that may 

inform the redistricting process.  Wattson v. Simon, No. A21-0243 (Minn. Special 

Redistricting Panel Sept. 13, 2021).  The panel also invited the public to submit written 

statements sharing facts, opinions, or concerns on or before October 29, 2021.  Id.  And it 

invited the public to submit redistricting plan proposals in the form of block-equivalency 

files, in comma-delimited format, on or before November 30, 2021.  Id. 

The panel received several written statements after the October 29 deadline.  The 

panel also received several redistricting plan proposals that were not in the form of block-

equivalency files in comma-delimited format.  These untimely and nonconforming 
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submissions will be placed in a sealed file and will not be considered by the panel in the 

redistricting process.
