IT IS HEREBY ORDERED:

1. The January 4 oral arguments will take place in Conference Room 230 of the
Minnesota Judicial Center. Arguments will begin at 9:30 a.m. The parties will be heard
in the order in which they are listed in the caption of this case.

2. Each party proposing redistricting plans will have 30 minutes to present its
plans. Any party that declines to submit proposed redistricting plans will have 30 minutes
to argue in favor of or against proposed plans. The panei will recess at the close of the

morning’s presentations and resume at 1:30 p.m. At that time, each party proposing



redistricting plans will have 15 minutes to present oral arguments in favor of its plans or in
opposition to other proposed plans, followed by five minutes for rebuttal.

3. The parties are encouraged to prepare visual presentations to supplement
their oral arguments. Any party that employs a visual presentation must provide the panel
a copy of the presentation at the close of oral argument. Parties should contact
StateRedistrictingPanel@courts.state.mn.us with any questions about technical or other
equipment for use during oral argument,

4. Everyone in attendance must wear a face covering except while presenting
oral argument. The panel will monitor public-health guidance and limit attendance at the

argument or change to a virtual format if necessary.
